Rev 7 = 144,000 Jews sealed as witnesses - Jew and Gentiles saved!

10-a book; 11-2 witnesses - 1st 3.5 years;

Rev 16 = BOWL Judgments; 
Rev 17-18 = Fall of Religious/Commerical Babylon;

& Throne Judgment; 
Rev 21-22 = New Heaven, Earth, Jerusalem.

1) Gen 1:3-5  light/dark
2) Gen 1:6-8 - divide the waters, 
above/below
3) Gen 1:9-13 - dry land, seas, grass, fruit
4) Gen 1:14-19 - sun, stars (signs & seasons)
5) Gen 1:20-23 - water creatures, birds
6) Gen 1:24-28 - cattle, creeping things, man
Gen 1:26 - Let us make man in our image... 
have dominion...  be fruitful and multiply.
